Print 1 - Bottom Half Print.

Print 2 - Top Half Print - Over lap of approx 20 - 25mm on to bottom print

Print 3 - Door will be a vertical drop

Print 4 - Wing.

Rear Door 2

Join of top and 
bottom will be on 
feature line of panel, 
Not in recess

Join of top and bottom In 
smallest place near 
Rubbing strip
